The Itasca Fire Department would first like to say that the Medical
Services that we have in Hill County are providing an excellent service and
a very high level of care. One of the reasons we believe the care is so good
is that the people on these services live and work here. These people are
taking care of their friends, families, and neighbors. Lake Whitney E.M.S.
has provided an excellent service to the citizens of Itasca and ail of Hill
County. Rural Hill E.M.S. has been fo Itasca a few times and they too have
provided excelient care.

The main concern with the ltasca Fire Department is that a community
like ltasca has grown to know that Whitney E.M.S. is a local service and that
seeing a local company keeping a business in ltasca is great for the
community. If the ESD #2 decides to bring in an outside company other
than the local services we have now, it could be bad for the Fire Department.
The ltasca Fire Department runs almost completely on donations from the
citizens of ltasca and from the support that we have earned.
